Seneca-Warren Drainage District – Brush Cutting/Weed Spraying: Spray area is from the first 
bend north of Lateral A connection and will end at the Green Lake County line.  Morris will get the 
area drawn up with GPS coordinates and send this to the spraying operation.  The narrower the 
better – 10 feet is preferred.  Get prices if spraying in conjunction with DNR and without the DNR. 
 
Seneca-Warren Drainage District – Hwy F Culvert Replacement:  Letter from Waushara County 
Highway Commission.  Dolata is going to double check the culvert size, don’t think the existing 
culvert is 66” round.  Once the culvert size is verified the board will contact the State Drainage 
Engineer to discuss project and also contact Waushara County.  The board in not interested in 
increasing the capacity of the culvert.  The board is fine with the proposed elevations for the new 
culvert.
